LOCATION:  300 W. Reynolds Road, Lexington, KY 40503
FACILITY:  The competitive swimming pool measures 8 lanes by 50 meters. The seating capacity for the spectators is 600, which includes handicapped seating for 600. Competition will occur in Lanes 2-7.  The diving well will be available for continuous warmup/warmdown during the meet. Men’s and Women’s locker rooms are off the pool deck but are not accessible to parents during the meet. Port-o-potties will be available outside of the main entrance of the pool. A Colorado 6 timing system with touchpads and scoreboard are available. Timing for 50ss will utilize the timing system plungers with swimmers finishing at the turn end of the pool

COVID-19: We have taken enhanced health and safety measures for the swimmers, coaches, volunteers, spectators and other meet workers. You must follow all posted instructions while attending this event. An inherent risk of exposure to COVID-19 exists in any public place where people are present. COVID-19 is an extremely contagious disease that can lead to severe illness and death. According to the Centers for Disease Control and Prevention, senior citizens and individuals with underlying medical conditions are especially vulnerable.

POOL MEASUREMENTS: Pool measures 50m by 64ft.  The competition course has (or has not) been certified in accordance with 104.2.2C (4). The copy of such certification is on file with USA Swimming.

WATER DEPTH: The depth of the pool at the start end is 5.0 feet. The depth at the turn end is 3.0 feet.
RULES
Unsupervised Swimmers: USA Swimming athlete members must be under the supervision of a USA Swimming member coach during warm-up, competition, and warm-down. Swimmers participating under the provisions of 202.6 or USA Swimming’s “open border” policy must be under the supervision of their coach or a USA Swimming member coach. Coaches who are entering swimmers but will not be at the meet should arrange ahead of time for another coach to supervise their athletes. Swimmers unaccompanied by their coaches or for whom arrangements have not been made must contact the Meet Director or Meet Referee who will assist the athlete in finding coach supervision. 

The use of audio or video recording devices, including a cell phone, is not permitted in changing areas, restrooms or locker rooms.  
Operation of a drone, or any other flying apparatus, is prohib​ited over the venue (pools, athlete/coach areas, spectator areas and open-ceiling locker rooms) any time athletes, coaches, officials and/or spectators are present. Exceptions may be granted with prior written approval by the Vice President of Program Operations.

Deck Changing: Changing into or out of swimsuits other than in locker rooms or other designated areas is prohibited.

Athlete Protection Policy: Current USA Swimming Rules, including the Minor Athlete Abuse Prevention Policy (“MAAPP”), will govern this meet.


Deck Access: Only athletes entered in the meet, working coaches, officials, and meet workers are allowed on deck.  Other non-participants are expected to remain in the spectator area.

STARTING TIMES: First warmup will be at 6:30AM, second warmup at 7:15AM
ENTRY DEADLINE: The due date for entries, electronic or otherwise, midnight Monday, June 21, 2021
ENTRY FEES: Facility surcharge is $15.00 per swimmer.  Individual events $6.00; plus a $2.50 per swimmer KYLSC surcharge. Make checks payable to “Swimchester Sailfish”.  There is a $5.00/swimmer handling fee for entries not furnished in an electronic file. 

ENTRY LIMITATIONS: Swimmers may enter up to 4 individual events/day. 


DECK ENTRIES: Will be accommodated if possible, but will not add an additional heat.  Cost per deck-entered event is $15.00.
SCRATCH RULES: XXX

ELIGIBILITY:  Swimmers must be current athlete members of USA Swimming as provided in Article 302 or as provided under 202.6 or USA Swimming “open border” policy.  Age is as of the first day of the meet, XXX. 
Coaches must be current coach members of USA Swimming and must wear credentials during the meet.
Any swimmer entered in the meet must be certified by a USA Swimming member-coach as being proficient in performing a racing start or must start each race from within the water. When unaccompanied by a member-coach, it is the responsibility of the swimmer or the swimmer’s legal guardian to ensure compliance with this requirement.

ENTRIES: Submit Entries to:
Please make all entries in LCM times.

Only electronic entries will be accepted (Hy-Tek or SDIF).  Handwritten, telephoned, or faxed entries will not be accepted with the exception of the report sheet provided for utilization when entering swimmers with a disability. If the USA Swimming ID for any swimmer is omitted, that swimmer’s entries will not be accepted. (CAN BE ADAPTED TO CLUB RULES)

SWIMMERS WITH A DISABILITY:  Entries for swimmers with a disability should be handled in the following manner: (1) enter the swimmer in the Hy-Tek database (or on the regular entry form); (2) list in the email accompanying the Hy-Tek entry file (or on a separate sheet of paper) the name of the swimmer, the stroke(s)/distance(s) s/he wishes to swim, the entry times, the day/session s/he wishes to swim the event(s), and the manner in which s/he prefers to be seeded (with a longer distance or with a different age group); and (3) provide any information about special accommodations needed by the swimmer. The final determination of seeding will be made by the Meet Referee after consultation with the swimmer and his/her coach.

CONDUCT:  The meet will be conducted according to the rules set forth in the current USA Swimming Rules and Regulations.  Events will be contested in a LCM course.  All events will be seeded prior to the meet and timed finals. Heats will be swum slowest to fastest. 

CLERK OF COURSE: Clerk of Course will be provided for 12&U swimmers to control the numbers of athletes behind the blocks.
AWARDS: Individual events will be scored 20-17-16-15-14-13-12-11-9-7-6-5-4-3-2-1 in the 12&U and Open age groups.  High point awards will not be distributed.
ADMISSION COST: Free.  Heat sheets will be posted on Meet Mobile and a PDF will be provide in advance for personal printing.
PARKING: Free.  There is a large parking lot at the Shillito Pool with abundant parking.
RESULTS:  Results will be posted to MeetMobile, printed on site, and will be posted on www.KYLSC.org. Teams can be emailed results.

SAFETY/WARM-UP: Coaches must maintain contact with their swimmers during warm-up.  All entry into the pool for warm-up is feet first from the starting block end of the pool.  There is no diving during warm-up, except in designated sprint lanes. 

COACHES:  Please check your meet packet for your lane assignments and times.  It is extremely IMPORTANT for you to

adhere to this schedule, as warm-up times are very limited.

Coaches must show USA Swimming certification in order to receive their coach’s packet, and must wear credentials during the meet.  

There will be a coaches’ meeting 10 minutes prior to the start of each day’s swimming competition. There will be an

official’s meeting 20 minutes prior to the start of each swimming session.

OFFICIATING OPPORTUNITY:  Anyone that is a USA Swimming certified official is welcome and encouraged to join the Kentucky Swimming officials in officiating this meet. Please contact the meet director, Kevin Ryan or Officials Chair, Becky Gilpatrick, in advance of the meet if at all possible to let either know of your availability. The meet director’s and officials chair’s contact information is listed below. We are also looking for anyone that is interested in becoming an official, for more information please contact the Official’s Chair, available on the KYLSC website.
All meet directors, referees, starters and stroke and turn judges, serving in an official capacity must be members of 

USA Swimming or other FINA-member organization. Except for coaches accompanying athletes participating under

the provisions of 202.6 or USA Swimming’s “open border” policy, all persons acting in any coaching capacity must be

members of USA Swimming.

HOSPITALITY:  Breakfast and snacks will be provided for coaches, officials, and meet workers each day.
DIRECTIONS: 
From Louisville: I-64 East to Exit 115 Newtown Pike. Turn Right off of the exit.  Turn right on Upper Street.  Turn Right on Reynolds Road.  Turn Left onto Shillito Park Road.  Pool is up about 0.5 miles on the right.
From Cincinnati:  I-75 South to Exit 115 Newtown Pike. Turn Right off of the exit.  Turn right on Upper Street.  Turn Right on Reynolds Road.  Turn Left onto Shillito Park Road.  Pool is up about 0.5 miles on the right.

From Richmond:  I-75 North to Exit 104 Athens.  Turn Left off of the Exit.  Turn Left onto Man-O-War Boulevard.  Turn Right onto Alumni Drive.  Turn Left onto New Circle Road/KY-4 South.  Exit Right at Nicholasville Road Exit.  Turn Left off of the Exit.  Turn Right on Reynolds Road.  Turn Left onto Shillito Park Road.  Pool is up about 0.5 miles on the right.

From Winchester: I-64 West to (Exit Left) I-75 South.  Take Exit 110 US-60.  Turn Right off of the Exit.  Turn onto New Circle Road (KY-4) South. Exit Right at Nicholasville Road Exit.  Turn Left off of the Exit.  Turn Right on Reynolds Road.  Turn Left onto Shillito Park Road.  Pool is up about 0.5 miles on the right.
