Time Standards Report
Proposed 2009 SCY time standards

In light of the discussion and clarification of time standards calculation protocols at the Fall, 2007, TPC meeting, an analysis of all events from 2004-2008 was undertaken.  It was found that some events had been erroneously adjusted at some point during that time period.  In addition, two distance events were found to have used incorrect “A” cuts as standards (as passed at the Fall, 2004, TPC meeting).  Finally, fifteen events required correct adjustments based on the average of swims from the past three years.

The proposed time standards reflect all adjustments described above.  I have designated the types of changes in either bold, italics, or boxed, as indicated on the proposal.
For the sake of future discussion, this is what I understand to be the current SCY time standards adjustment procedures affirmed by the TPC at the Fall, 2007, meeting:


For all events 500 yards and shorter:



1. In cases where, for the past 3 consecutive years, there were at least 32 participants in an event, the 


average time for the 32nd places shall be calculated and compared to the existing time standard.  If the 


average is slower, the time standard shall remain the same (ie: it will not get slower).  If the average is 


faster, then it shall be truncated at the hundredth and rounded up to the next .09 and become the new 


time standard (ie: 35.4783 = 35.49).


2. In cases where, in any of the past 3 consecutive years, there have not been at least 32 participants in 


an event, the time standard shall remain the same.


For events 1000 yards and longer:



1. In the 1000 freestyle, the same formula as outlined above shall be used, except that the 24th place shall 

be analyzed and averaged.



2. In the 1650 freestyle, the same formula as outlined above shall be used, except that the 24th place shall 

be analyzed and averaged.  Finally, the current national “A” time standard shall be compared to the 


calculated average.  The faster of the average and the national “A” standard shall be the SES time 


standard.


For all events:



1. In cases where the calculated time standard in a younger age group is determined to be faster than the 

calculated time standard in an older age group in the same event, the slower time standard (ie: the one 


from the older age group) shall be the time standard in both age groups.
