PROPOSAL for FALL TECHNICAL PLANNING COMMITTEE MEETING

 

PROPOSAL:  At only the summer long course Southeastern Championship Meet, run the men's 1500 and women's 800 freestyles on Thursday, and the Men's 800 and Women's 1500 freestyles on Sunday.  (Basically, switching the events)

 

RATIONALE:  The men's 1500 and women's 800 are contested on the first evening of the Zone Meet, which is Tuesday.  In years when the team leaves directly from the Southeastern Meet to the Zone Meet, that means the 800/1500 swimmers will be swimming the event on Sunday (most probably in the evening) and again 2 days later.  It may be better for their performances to have several days' rest between those events.

As another consideration, currently, the Thursday 800's/1500's at Southeasterns have relatively few entries.  Possible reasons could be (1) the day it is held and (2) the fact that these events are not considered for points in determining the Zone team.  In the case of the latter reason, switching the events might increase the interest in the Thursday swims and possibly reduce the numbers swimming on Sunday (and thus the Sunday time line).

If a swimmer ages up between the District Meet and the Southeastern Championship Meet, that swimmer will be allowed to swim in his current (ie: lower) age-group at the District Meet even if he has made a Southeastern time standard in an event.  However, he will only be eligible for the “qualifier” award presented at the District Meet.

Rationale:  After a lot of discussion, we seem to be in agreement that we don’t want these swimmers out in the cold with no meet to go to.  We also need to be cognizant of the importance of getting their times into the SWIMS database.  This proposal allows them to have a meet (Districts).  We already have swimmers at the District level who are taken out of the awards mix by virtue of getting their SES cuts at the meet, and that is how the awards for these few individuals would be handled.  Finally, since they would be entered in their current (ie: correct) age group, there would be no need to adjust results at the end of the meet for SWIMS.  If this proposal passes, I will withdraw my proposal that was tabled at the Spring Meeting.

My recommendation: Use solution #3.   

A. In the meet info, include the following verbage:

In a case where a swimmer ages up in between the District Meet and the Southeastern Championship, and is unable to participate in the District meet because he/she is overqualified, that swimmer may be manually aged up for the District Meet and compete in the next-higher age group, providing he/she does not have Southeastern qualifying times in the older age group.  Such a swimmer must be aged up for all of his/her events.  At the time of entry, specific notice must be given to meet management that this option is being utilized.

B. The meet management could then set up necessary events for the swimmer to accommodate his/her final results by adding them at the end of the regular order of events in HyTek’s MM program. (Since this circumstance is rare, it would not be necessary to have all possible events set up ahead of time)
C. At the conclusion of the meet, meet management transfers the results of any swimmer(s) to the appropriate “ … and under” events before submitting the the to SWIMS. 

Conclusions:Since this circumstance involves only very few (if any) swimmers at each site each year, it only makes sense to make the accommodation as least disruptive as possible.  The fewer individuals that have to interpret entry requirements and deal with the special circumstances, the better.  Solution #3 avoids misinterpretation of meet philosophy while allowing participation by those few swimmers who happen to have a poorly-timed birthday.

I propose that the LSC fees be set at the following amounts above the USA Swimming Fees:
 Athlete:  USA plus $10
Non-athlete USA plus $10
Family:  USA plus $10
Seasonal USA plus $5 (no change)
Outreach: no change 
Club:  no change 
The reason for the change is simply that the cost to run the LSC is going up.  The cost of goods, travel, food, supplies, etc is increasing.  Second, we are in the minority as far as fees go.  The vast majority of LSC charge an LSC fee of $10 and some more.  We must provide a fund to address more than current operating expenses if we wish to move this LSC forward.

Any swimmer who checks in for a deck seeded event on the last day of any Southeastern LSC sanctioned meet and does not participate in that event shall be fined $50 per event not swum.  The team that the swimmer is affiliated with at the meet shall be responsible for payment of the fine.  If the swimmer in registered unattached, the swimmer will be responsible for payment of the fine.  At the meet referee’s discretion, the fine may be waived for medical reasons.  Should the fine remain unpaid the team or swimmer (if unattached) will be unable to participate in Southeastern Championship meets until the fine is taken care of.  

Rationale 

Local swim meets should always encourage and offer events that require “deck seeding”, and positive check-in to acknowledge intent to participate in that event.  However, when any of those events take place on the last day of a meet and usually after the day’s event schedule, there is no way to force adherence to a swimmer’s positive check-in with any punishment.  All deck-seeded events do carry punishment for the swimmer failing to participate as indicated by their positive check-in.   A system needs to be established within the LSC to carry over punishment for failing to participate especially in end-of-the-meet deck-seeded events.

b. Subsequent Bids - Clubs not attending the House of Delegates meeting may

submit meet bids with the sanction application and fee to the General Chairperson or

his/her designee. These bids will be designated as subsequent bids and will be

considered at the meeting following the scheduling of primary meet bids. In no case

shall a subsequent bid be granted for a meet to be held within 120 miles of a

scheduled meet, or the weekend before or after, without prior consent of the host of

the scheduled meet.

Add – Subsequent bids must pay an additional fee of $150.  If no sanction application or fee is presented at the meeting the meet will be dropped from the schedule. 

c. Schedule Changes – Once the meet schedule is finalized, there shall be no changes

except those deemed necessary by the General Chairperson to provide a benefit to the

swimmers. Teams wishing to add a meet at a later date or canceling or moving a

scheduled meet are subject to all rules governing subsequent bids and must notify the

General Chairperson. Within one week of this notification all teams in SES must be

notified in writing of the change. ADD – it is the responsibility of the club to contact the SES teams.
