1. All entries will be done on aspi-solutions (Hy-tek) by Tuesday, January 3, 2012 at 9:00 PM.  Late entries will not be seeded.  Seed times should reflect past performances to one hundredth of a second.  The link for this is as follows:

2. You are allowed 24 total entries in the eight open events and diving competition.  There is a maximum of 5 entries in any one event. One relay team per relay.  A competitor may be in a maximum of four (4) events; no more than two (2) individual events.
3. Entrants in the 500 should be able to swim under 6 min.  

4. The only changes allowed on meet day will be scratches without replacement or changes due to illness or emergency.  Scratches and changes will be made on the scratch sheet in your packet and turned in to the scorer by noon.  Heat sheets will be available upon arrival.  No re-seeding will be done.
5. 200 Medley Relay—no changes after the coach’s meeting.

6. Relay cards are due at the coach’s meeting.

7. 200 free relay—changes allowed until the beginning of the 100 free.

8. 400 free relay—changes allowed until the beginning of the 100 back.
