Kentucky Aquatics Autumn Classic Meet Announcement
November 13-14, 2021
Held under USA Swimming Sanction #KYSC22-KYA01
LOCATION:  Lancaster Aquatic Center, University of Kentucky, Lexington, KY
FACILITY:  A 75 x 176 foot pool, with a movable bulkhead creating two eight lane 25 yard racing courses with Competitor non-turbulent lane markers, is housed in this facility. Water depth in the diving well pool is 7.5 feet in Lane 8 and 10.5 feet in Lane 1. Electronic timing by Colorado Timing and 2 (9’x16’) video display boards. There are 500 permanent seats in a raised balcony for spectators. 
Due to State Fire Marshall’s code only 500 spectators will be permitted in the balcony area. Once the 500 limit is reached, no additional spectators may enter until someone leaves.  Re-entry, with a wrist band, will be allowed subject to seating capacity.  Admittance will be on a first come, first served basis. 

COVID-19: We have taken enhanced health and safety measures for the swimmers, coaches, volunteers, spectators and other meet workers. You must follow all posted instructions while attending this event. An inherent risk of exposure to COVID-19 exists in any public place where people are present. COVID-19 is an extremely contagious disease that can lead to severe illness and death. According to the Centers for Disease Control and Prevention, senior citizens and individuals with underlying medical conditions are especially vulnerable. 
Neither USA Swimming, Inc. nor Kentucky Swimming , Inc., can prevent you (or your child(ren)) from becoming exposed to, contracting, or spreading COVID-19 while participating in USA Swimming sanctioned events. It is not possible to prevent against the presence of the disease. Thus, if you choose to participate in a USA Swimming sanctioned event, you may be exposing yourself to and/or increasing your risk of contracting or spreading COVID-19.
All swimmers, coaches, officials and meet workers will have their temperatures checked prior to entry into the facility.  Any person with a temperature greater than 100.4 degrees will not be permitted to enter the facility.  Permitting a swimmer to attend this meet constitutes a representation by that swimmer’s parent or guardian that the swimmer has not been tested positive for COVID-19 in the two weeks preceding the meet, that the swimmer has not been in close proximity to any person who has tested positive for COVID-19 in the two weeks preceding the meet, and that the swimmer is not exhibiting any signs of illness.
COVID-19 PLAN:  KYA’s COVID-19 plan is available on the website.  ALL SWIMMERS, OFFICIALS AND PARENTS ARE REQUIRED TO REVIEW THE PLAN PRIOR TO THE MEET.  

FACILITY NOTES:


1.  All trash must be deposited in appropriate containers.

2. Children (swimmers and spectators) may not go into unauthorized areas, especially the Seaton Center attached to Lancaster Aquatic Center.

3.  UK and USA Swimming prohibit smoking and alcohol.

4.  Any signs or banners must be hung by masking tape or string only.

5.  Radios, noisemakers, or anything that may cause distraction to swimmers, coaches or officials will not be allowed.  Flash photography is prohibited during the start of heats.

6.  Glass containers and all foods are banned from the complex; no food is allowed on deck.

7.  Only competitors, coaches, officials and authorized meet workers will be allowed on deck.

8.  Folding chairs on deck must be placed out of traffic paths and may be limited per team.

9.  There is no reserved seating in the aquatic center balcony; clothing and other materials may not be used to “save” seats.

10.  Any acts of vandalism against the University of Kentucky at the Lancaster Aquatic Center will require immediate attention by the meet director. UK Police Department will be called and a report filed. Culprits could be expelled from one or more sessions, as determined by the meet director, team coach and KYLSC.

MARSHALLS WILL ENFORCE THESE RULES AND VIOLATORS MAY BE EJECTED
FORMAT: This is a CLOSED timed finals competition with mixed age classifications for 8-under, 9-10, 11-12, 13-14 and Open swimmers. FINA starting procedures will be used. The FINA system, approved by USA Swimming, uses a series of whistles followed by a one-whistle announcement for swimmers. The No Recall Start Rule will also be enforced during this meet. The use of “fly-over starts” will be at the discretion of the Meet Referee. All entry times must be in short course yards.

POOL MEASUREMENTS: The competition course has been certified in accordance with 104.2.2C (4). The copy of such certification is on file with USA Swimming.
RULES
Unsupervised Swimmers: USA Swimming athlete members must be under the supervision of a USA Swimming member coach during warm-up, competition, and warm-down. Swimmers participating under the provisions of 202.6 or USA Swimming’s open border” policy must be under the supervision of their coach or a USA Swimming member coach. Coaches who are entering swimmers but will not be at the meet should arrange ahead of time for another coach to supervise their athletes. Swimmers unaccompanied by their coaches or for whom arrangements have not been made must contact the Meet Director or Meet Referee who will assist the athlete in finding coach supervision. 

The use of audio or video recording devices, including a cell phone, is not permitted in changing areas, restrooms or locker rooms.  Operation of a drone, or any other flying apparatus, is prohib​ited over the venue (pools, athlete/coach areas, spectator areas and open-ceiling locker rooms) any time athletes, coaches, officials and/or spectators are present. Exceptions may be granted with prior written approval by the Vice President of Program Operations.

Deck Changing: Changing into or out of swimsuits other than in locker rooms or other designated areas is prohibited.

Athlete Protection Policy: Current USA Swimming Rules, including the Minor Athlete Abuse Prevention Policy (“MAAPP”), will govern this meet.
  Locker rooms will be available to swimmers only.  Coaches, officials and meet workers will use the restrooms in the lobby.
Deck Access: Only athletes entered in the meet, coaches, officials, and meet workers will be allowed on deck.

* We will announce via email and website a final and accurate time for the start of the sessions on Monday, November 8. We

will begin afternoon warmup sessions upon the conclusion of the morning sessions.
WARM-UPS: There will be lane and time assignments for ALL warm-up sessions with each team’s warm-up session running 25

minutes in length. Warmup procedures may, at the discretion of the host team, be modified based on numbers of swimmers in the meet and other safety and logistical concerns.  Additional space will be available in the dive well for warm-ups and warm-downs during the meet.
SPECTATOR ACCESS:  There is no access for Spectators to the balcony or building until varsity athletes have left the building on Saturday.  Spectators will be outside facility doors until all clear is posted and then allowed access to the building. Athletes and Coaches will be allowed in the building prior to warmup times, but will have no access to the pool deck until varsity athletes are out of the water.
CHECK-INS: Positive check-ins will be required for all events 400 yards and longer. A positive check-in must be made for the 500 Freestyle no later than the conclusion of event 15/16; for the 400 IM 45 minutes prior to the start of Session 3; and for the 100 Freestyle by the conclusion of events 69/70.
Swimmers not checked in by the deadlines will not be seeded. Positive check-in tables will be located at the entrance of the pool deck and staffed by volunteer workers.
ENTRY DEADLINE: The due date for entries is November 6, 2021.
PSYCH SHEET:  A psych sheet will be sent out via e-mail to each team’s entry contact by 12:00 p.m. EST on Monday, November 8, 2021.

CORRECTING ENTRIES:  Please use the psych sheet.  Any corrections must be e-mailed to Tonya Merritt (kyaentries@gmail.com) by Tuesday, November 9, 2021, by 5:00 p.m. EST.

ENTRY FEES: Individual events are $6 (includes $0.25 KYLSC splash fee); plus a $2.50 per swimmer KYLSC surcharge; plus $20.00 per swimmer facility surcharge. Checks should be made payable to Kentucky Aquatics and delivered to the Meet Referee or Meet Director prior to the start of the meet.
ENTRY LIMITATIONS: 10 & Under swimmers may enter up to seven events.  All other swimmers may enter up to eight individual events, but not more than four events per day.
EXHIBITION EVENT:  A Mystery 200 IM will be offered at the conclusion of Sessions 3 and 5.  This event will be available for the top 8 finishers in the 200 IM for each age group who choose to participate in the exhibition event.  A positive check-in will be required for the Mystery 200 IM, with positive check-in due by the beginning of Session 3 for the 13-14 and Open groups, and by the conclusion of Events 95/96 in Session 5.  Each lane for the Mystery 200 IM will have a different order of strokes, which will be reported to the competitors at the time they arrive at the blocks for the start of the race.  Participating in the Mystery 200 IM will not count against the Entry Limitations specified above.
DECK ENTRIES: Deck entries will not be permitted.
ELIGIBILITY:  Swimmers must be current athlete members of USA Swimming as provided in Article 302 or as provided under 202.6 or USA Swimming “open border” policy.  Age is as of the first day of the meet.  Coaches must be current coach members of USA Swimming and must wear credentials during the meet. Any swimmer entered in the meet must be certified by a USA Swimming member-coach as being proficient in performing a racing start or must start each race from within the water. When unaccompanied by a member-coach, it is the responsibility of the swimmer or the swimmer’s legal guardian to ensure compliance with this requirement.
ENTRIES: Submit Entries to kyaentries@gmail.com
Please make all entries in short course yard times.

Only electronic entries will be accepted (Hy-Tek or SDIF).  Handwritten, telephoned, or faxed entries will not be accepted with the exception of the report sheet provided for utilization when entering swimmers with a disability. If the USA Swimming ID for any swimmer is omitted, that swimmer’s entries will not be accepted.

SWIMMERS WITH A DISABILITY:  Entries for swimmers with a disability should be handled in the following manner: (1) enter the swimmer in the Hy-Tek database (or on the regular entry form); (2) list in the email accompanying the Hy-Tek entry file (or on a separate sheet of paper) the name of the swimmer, the stroke(s)/distance(s) s/he wishes to swim, the entry times, the day/session s/he wishes to swim the event(s), and the manner in which s/he prefers to be seeded (with a longer distance or with a different age group); and (3) provide any information about special accommodations needed by the swimmer. The final determination of seeding will be made by the Meet Referee after consultation with the swimmer and his/her coach.  All requests for accommodations must be submitted to the Meet Referee in writing prior to the start of the meet, and must include the basis for the request and the specific accommodation requested.
CONDUCT:  The meet will be conducted according to the rules set forth in the current USA Swimming Rules and Regulations.  Events will be contested in a short course yards pool.  Heats will be swum slowest to fastest for all sessions except for Session 4 (distance events), which will be swum fastest to slowest.
CLERK OF COURSE: There will be a clerk of course for all 10&U events.  
TIMERS:  To the extent possible, Kentucky Aquatics will provide timers for all events EXCEPT FOR the 1000 freestyle.  Any swimmer competing in the 1000 freestyle must provide his/her own timer.  Kentucky Aquatics welcomes visitors who would like to time.  Anyone from participating teams who would like to time should contact the meet directors, who will attempt to accommodate the request.
AWARDS:  High point awards will be given to the top two of each age group, male and female:  8&U, 9-10, 11-12, 13-14, 15&O.  No ribbons will be given.  The high point awards will be determined by points scored by swimmers who compete in events in their age group.  Points scored in Open events by swimmers ages 14 and under will NOT be included in the calculation of high point awards.

SCORING:  Scoring will be on a sixteen (16) place basis with individual events scored 20, 17, 16, 15, 14, 13, 12, 11, 9, 7, 6, 5, 4, 3, 2, 1.        

LIVESTREAM: Kentucky Aquatics is planning to livestream all events, if possible.  Information regarding access to the livestream will be provided to the coaches prior to the meet for distribution to their teams.
PARKING: Please do not stand or park your car along UK Dorm Complex Drive since traffic congestion will likely be significant. Parking is not available on UK Dorm Complex Drive or University Drive and UK permits are required. The UK police will issue tickets. There is a limited number of parking meters. The E parking structure (parking structure #PS1) on University Drive across from the Pieratt intramural football fields will be open and should have ample parking. Paid parking in a 3 story garage is available at PS #2. A map is posted on the web site. *Please review the University of Kentucky website (www.uky.edu/pts) for UK parking information and maps.
RESULTS:  Will be posted on www.KYLSC.org and Meet Mobile.
SAFETY/WARM-UP: Coaches must maintain contact with their swimmers during warm-up.  All entry into the pool for warm-up is feet first from the starting block end of the pool.  There will be no diving during warm-up, except in designated sprint lanes. 
COACHES:  Please check your meet packet for your lane assignments and times.  Coaches must show USA Swimming certification in order to receive their coach’s packet, and must wear credentials during the meet.  There will be a coaches’ meeting at 1:20 on Saturday in the hospitality room, which is located at the scoreboard end of the pool.  Any questions may be directed to the meet referee prior to or at the meet.

OFFICIATING OPPORTUNITY:  Visiting officials are welcomed.  Please contact the meet referee in advance with the sessions and pools (boys or girls) you would like to officiate. 

All meet directors, referees, starters and stroke and turn judges, serving in an official capacity must be members of USA Swimming or other FINA-member organization. Except for coaches accompanying athletes participating under the provisions of 202.6 or USA Swimming’s “open border” policy, all persons acting in any coaching capacity must be members of USA Swimming.

EVENTS:  The order of events is provided below.  Events may be consolidated and swum together at the discretion of the meet referee.  
HOSPITALITY: Lunch and dinner will be provided on Saturday for coaches and officials.  Breakfast and lunch will be provided on Sunday.
ORDER OF EVENTS:  The order of events is below, subject to change based on the number of entries per age group.  Any changes will be conveyed to the coaches on Monday, November 8, 2021.  All 25 yard events for boys and girls will be conducted in the dive well end of the pool (farthest from the scoreboard) on Sunday afternoon.  Other events (most likely the 500 yard freestyle) for both boys and girls may be moved to the scoreboard end  of the pool to balance the timelines.  Further information regarding any pool changes for events will be provided to the coaches in advance of the meet.
HOTEL:  The Embassy Suites Lexington Green is Kentucky Aquatics’ hotel sponsor.  All rooms are two room suites with refrigerators and microwaves.  Complimentary breakfast is included, and the hotel will open the restaurant early on Sunday.  The room rate is $119 per night.
