Diversity, Equity and Inclusion   Veronica Hernandez reported DEI has six athletes on the committee but would welcome more.  Vision and Mission statements are on the report.  A virtual camp was held this year with 48 athletes from the Western Zone.  USA Swimming will be running the camp moving forward.   It will be supported in the same way as a Regional Select Camp.  There will be two camps and the selection will be the same as that of the Regional Select Camp.  Because the step between the LSC camps and the Regional Camps will be large the WZ DEI Committee would like to continue to hold a camp that will be a step between the LSC level and Regional level camp.  Also, a new All-Star/Multicultural Meet Subcommittee has been created.

Proposed changes to the Policy and Procedures:

VII.9. 

     VII.9.2.1.a.5

Proof of time shall be the responsibility of the LSC. Violations of this section shall carry a fine of $250.00 assessed to the LSC, and the swimmer will not be allowed to compete in the event. be dismissed from the meet and all points earned by that swimmer will be removed (includes all relays in which the swimmer participated).
MEET BIDS

Because of an inability to run the 2020 Age Group or Senior Championship meets, both meets have been moved forward to 2021 with the agreement of the host teams.  Those teams currently on schedule for 2021 will be moved to 2022.
The time standards currently in place for 2020 will be used for both 2021 meets.

Open Water – Michael Kinross advised that bid packets are on the website now and can be submitted anytime before October 19, 2020 for both 2021 and 2022 September Open Water meets.  The goal is to include the open water bids each year at the HOD meeting just as we do the Age Group and Senior Championship meets.
